Print reservations allow you to save printing data (the number of prints and the
date and time information) with the pictures stored on the card.

With print reservation, you can print out pictures easily either at home using a
personal DPOF-compatible printer or at a photo store that supports DPOF-.

Conversely, when you are shooting dark subjects, it can be effective to adjust
toward [-]. Sometimes, using the flash may not produce the brightness
(exposure) that was intended.

Camera care

| Cleaning the camera

Exterior:

* Wipe gently with a soft cloth. If the camera is very dirty, soak the cloth in mild soapy
water and wring well. Wipe the camera with the damp cloth and then dry it with a
dry cloth. If you have used the camera at the beach, use a cloth soaked in clean
water and wrung well.

Monitor:

* Wipe gently with a soft cloth.

Lens:

+ Blow dust off the lens with a commercial blower, then wipe gently with a lens
cleaner.

Battery/Charger:

* Wipe gently with a soft, dry cloth.

» Do not use strong solvents such as benzene or alcohol, or chemically treated
cloth.

| Storage
