Using Shooting Modes

The shooting mode changes in the order of P,
iAUTO, (™), SCN, & each time the Y button is
pressed. By switching to other shooting mode,
most settings set in other than P mode will be
changed to the default settings of the respective
shooting mode.

Shooting with automatic
settings (jAUT0 mode)

According to the scene, the camera
automatically selects the optimal shootings
mode from [PORTRAITJ/[LANDSCAPE]/
[NIGHT+PORTRAIT)/[SPORT]/[MACRO].

This is a fully automatic mode that allows the
user to take pictures using the best mode for the
shooting scene simply by pressing the shutter
button. The settings in [[@)] (CAMERA MENU)
are not available in jAUT0 mode.
