• When [IMAGE STABILIZER] is set to [ON], continuous movie recording for a long period will 
cause the camera’s internal temperature to rise and the camera may stop operation 
automatically. Remove the battery and allow the camera to cool down for some time before you 
begin shooting again. Or you can set [IMAGE STABILIZER] to [OFF].
In addition, the temperature of the camera’s exterior also rises during usage. This is not a 
malfunction.

reading is saved by pressing h and the exposure is 
locked. B (AE lock mark) is displayed on the monitor. 
Press h again to cancel the AE lock. Each time you 
press the button, focus is locked and canceled alternately.

• AE lock is automatically canceled after each shooting.
• To save the locked meter reading after taking a picture (AE 

memory), hold down h for more than 1 second so that 
C (AE memory mark) is displayed on the monitor. C 
is displayed while the meter reading is being saved. Press 
h again to reset the AE memory.

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Getting to know your camera better

The direction of the batteries is incorrect.
• Insert the batteries in the correct direction.

• Battery performance declines in low temperatures, and the charge may not be sufficient to

surrounding temperature and dries out.
* When it is cold outside, the water vapor in the air is rapidly cooled and turns to droplets 

of water. Condensation occurs when the camera is suddenly taken from a cold place 
into a warm room.

Vertical lines appear on the monitor screen during shooting
• Aiming the camera at a bright subject in sunlight may cause vertical lines to appear on the 

screen. This is not a malfunction.

The camera has been used in the same conditions from the time of purchase
• No date and time have been set for the camera at the time of purchase. Set the date and 

time before using the camera.

• The date and time settings will be returned to the factory default settings if the camera is 
left without batteries for approximately 3 days. In addition, if the batteries are inserted in 
the camera for a short period, the date and time settings will be returned to the factory 
default settings more quickly. Before taking important pictures, check that the date and 
time settings are correct.

There are several ways to focus, depending on the subject.

Shooting tips

Focusing on the subject
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• Under certain types of conditions, it is difficult to focus using auto focus. The green lamp 
on the monitor lights, allowing you to check if the focus is locked.

In these cases, focus (focus lock) on an object with high contrast at the same distance as 
the intended subject, recompose your shot and then take the picture. If the subject has 
no vertical lines, hold the camera vertically and focus the camera using the focus lock 
function by pressing the shutter button halfway, and then return the camera to the 
horizontal position while keeping the button pressed halfway and take the picture.

Be sure to hold the camera firmly with both hands and press the shutter button slowly so as to avoid 
moving the camera. To stabilize the digital image, take pictures with h pressed.
Pictures are more likely to be blurry when:

• images are shot at a high-magnification zoom setting, i.e. using both optical zoom and 
digital zoom functions,

• the object is dark and the shutter speed is slow, or
• the flash cannot be used or when a low shutter speed set s mode is selected.

To take pictures in low light places without flash, set the following after setting the flash mode to [$] 
(Flash off).
Set the camera to h mode

g “h button Shooting with digital image stabilization” (P.14)
Increase the [ISO] setting

g “ISO Changing the ISO sensitivity” (P.24)

There are several factors that can cause the picture to appear grainy.
Using the digital zoom to take close-up pictures

• With the digital zoom, part of the image is cropped and enlarged. The greater the 
magnification, the grainier the picture appears.

g “DIGITAL ZOOM Zooming in on your subject” (P.26)
Increasing the ISO sensitivity

• When you increase the [ISO] setting, “noise”, which appears as spots of unwanted color 
or unevenness in the color, can be introduced and give the picture a grainy appearance. 
This camera is equipped with a function to allow shooting at high sensitivity while 
suppressing noise; however, increasing the ISO sensitivity creates grainier pictures than 
when using a lower sensitivity.

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• The reason why there are differences between the colors in a picture and the actual colors 
taken and the actual color is the light source illuminating the subject. [WB] is the function 
that allows the camera to determine the correct colors. Normally, the [AUTO] setting 
provides the optimal white balance, but depending on the subject, it may be better to 
experiment with changing the [WB] setting.
• When the subject is in the shade on a sunny day
• When the subject is illuminated by both natural light and indoor lighting, such as when 

near a window
• When there is no white in the center of the frame

g “WB Adjusting the color of a picture” (P.23)

• Take pictures with Z or a in s mode. Suitable for taking pictures on a sunny day at 
the beach or in the snow.

g “s Shoot pictures by selecting a scene according to the situation” (P.12)
• Often, bright subjects (such as snow) turn out darker than their natural colors. Adjust 1F 

toward [+] to make these subjects closer to their real shades. Conversely, when you are 
shooting dark subjects, it can be effective to adjust toward the [–]. Sometimes, using the 
flash may not produce the brightness (exposure) that was intended.

g “1F button Changing picture brightness” (P.17)

• With [METERING] set to [n], the picture can be taken based on the brightness at the 
center of the monitor without being affected by the light in the background.

g “METERING Changing the area for measuring the brightness of a subject” (P.25)
• Set the flash to [#] (Fill-in flash) to activate fill-in-flash. You can shoot a subject against 

backlight without the face of the subject appearing dark. [#] (Fill-in flash) is effective for 
shooting against backlight and under fluorescent and other artificial lighting.

g “3# button Flash shooting” (P.17)

• When taking pictures in S mode or A mode, the shutter speed or aperture setting may be 
displayed in red. A red display means that the correct exposure cannot be obtained. If you 
take the picture as is, the picture will appear too bright or too dark. In this case, use the 
arrow pad to change the settings.

g “A Changing the aperture value for shooting pictures” (P.11)
“S Changing the shutter speed for shooting pictures” (P.11)

There are two ways to record the pictures you take with this camera.
Recording pictures to the internal memory

• Pictures are recorded to the internal memory, and when the number of storable still 
pictures reaches 0, you must connect the camera to a computer to download the pictures, 
and then erase the pictures from the internal memory.

• Performing any of the following operations when not actually taking pictures can deplete 
the battery power.
• The shutter button is pressed halfway repeatedly in shooting mode, activating the auto 

focus and digital image stabilization.

• [FULLTIME AF] is set to [ON].
• The monitor is left on for an extended period of time.

Selecting the appropriate image quality

Restoring default settings

Confirming the exposure when the monitor is difficult to see outdoors
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• Depending on the picture, certain red-eyes may not be correctable. Also, areas other than 
the eyes may be wrongly corrected.

• When a card has been inserted in the camera, the picture in the internal memory cannot 
be played back. Turn off the camera and remove the card to playback pictures stored in 
the camera’s internal memory.

• Play back a picture, and press DISP./E. Press DISP./E repeatedly to change the 
amount of information displayed.

g “DISP./E button Changing the information on display/Display the menu guide/Checking the time” 
(P.16)

• Use the index function. This function lets you view the pictures in 9 frames at the same 
time. To view the pictures, set the mode dial to q, and then select [INDEX] from the top 
menu to play back.

• Push the lever toward W to view the pictures as thumbnails (index display) or in a calendar
