condensation can form on the delicate electronic circuitry. If this seems 
likely, wait for at least 1 hour until all moisture is dispersed before attempting 
to use the camera. 
Moisture built up can also occur on the memory card. If this happens, turn 
off the camera and remove the memory card.

Wherever possible, connect the camera directly to the PC.

Case 5  Are other USB cables connected to the PC?
    The camera may malfunction when it is connected to the PC at 

the same time as another USB cable. In this case, disconnect the 
other USB cable, and only connect the camera USB cable to the 
PC.

Case 6   When I open the Device Manager (by clicking Start  (Settings) 
 Control Panel  (Performance and Maintenance) System  

(Hardware)  Device Manager), there are Unknown Devices or 
Other Devices entries with a yellow question mark (?) beside them 
or devices with an exclamation mark (!) beside them.
