Panorama shooting lets you create a panoramic picture, using the OLYMPUS Master
software from the provided CD-ROM. An Olympus xD-Picture Card is required for

panorama shooting.

Approximately once a year is recommended. Wait at least one minute after taking or
viewing pictures to allow the pixel mapping function to perform properly.

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Printing pictures

Direct printing (PictBridge)

By connecting the camera to a PictBridge-compatible printer, you can print out
pictures directly. Select the pictures you want to print and the number of prints on the
camera’s monitor.

To find out if your printer is compatible with PictBridge, refer to the printer’s instruction
manual.

What is PictBridge?

A standard for connecting digital cameras and printers of different makers and printing out pictures
directly.

» Available printing modes, paper sizes etc., vary depending on the printer you use.
Refer to the instruction manual for your printer.

» For details of printing paper types, ink cassettes, etc., refer to the printer's
instruction manual.

Printing pictures

[EASY PRINT] can be used to print out the picture displayed on the monitor. Your
printer’s standard settings are used. The date and file name are not printed.

STANDARD

All printers that support PictBridge have standard print settings. If [, STANDARD)] is selected on
the settings screens (P.31), pictures are printed according to these settings. Refer to the printer's
instruction manual for its standard settings or contact the printer manufacturer.

| Cleaning the camera

Exterior:

» Wipe gently with a soft cloth. If the camera is very dirty, soak the cloth in mild soapy water
and wring well. Wipe the camera with the damp cloth and then dry it with a dry cloth. If
you have used the camera at the beach, use a cloth soaked in clean water and wrung
well.
