How to make print reservations

Print reservations allows you to save printing data (the number of prints and the date
and time information) with the pictures stored on the card.

With print reservation, you can print out pictures easily either at home using a personal
DPOF-compatible printer or at a photo store that supports DPOF. DPOF is a standard
format used to record automatic print information from digital cameras.

Only the images stored on the card can be reserved to print. Insert a card with
recorded pictures into the camera before making print reservations.

Pictures with print reservations can be printed using the following procedures.

Printing using a DPOF-compatible photo store.
The pictures are printed according to the reserved information.

| The camera does not turn on even when a battery is loaded

The battery is inserted incorrectly
* Remove the batteries and insert them correctly.
There is not enough power left in the battery
+ Insert new batteries. Or, charge it when using the rechargeable battery.
The battery is temporarily unable to function because of the cold
 Battery performance declines in low temperatures, and the charge may not be
sufficient to turn on the camera. Remove the battery and warm it by putting it in your
pocket for a while.

| No picture is taken when the shutter button is pressed

The camera is in sleep mode
» To save battery power, the camera automatically goes into sleep mode and the
monitor turns off if there is no operation when the camera is turned on (when the
lens is extended and the monitor is on). No picture is taken even if the shutter
button is fully pressed in this mode. Operate the zoom lever or other buttons to
restore the camera from sleep mode before taking a picture. If the camera is left for
12 minutes, it automatically turns off (the lens retracts and the monitor turns off).
When the power is turned on in the playback mode, the camera does not enter the
sleep mode but just turns off automatically after about three minutes.

In these cases, focus (focus lock) on an object with high contrast at the same
distance as the intended subject, recompose your shot and then take the picture.
If the subject has no vertical lines, hold the camera vertically and focus the camera
using the focus lock function by pressing the shutter button halfway, and then
return the camera to the horizontal position while keeping the button pressed
halfway and take the picture.

\ Prevent blur by using image stabilization

Be sure to hold the camera firmly with both hands and press the shutter button slowly
so as to avoid moving the camera. You can reduce the blurring by shooting the picture
in (@) mode.

| Taking pictures of a white beach or snow scene

effective to adjust toward the [-]. Sometimes, using the flash may not produce the
brightness (exposure) that was intended.

Camera care

| Cleaning the camera

Exterior:

«  Wipe gently with a soft cloth. If the camera is very dirty, soak the cloth in mild soapy water
and wring well. Wipe the camera with the damp cloth and then dry it with a dry cloth. If
you have used the camera at the beach, use a cloth soaked in clean water and wrung
well.
