Preparing the Camera

Attaching the camera strap

@ Pull the strap tight so that it does not come
loose.

Charging the battery

@ The included battery charger (AC cable or
plug-in type) differs depending on the region
where you purchased the camera. If you
received a plug-in type battery charger, plug
it directly into an AC outlet.
