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PreparationsStep 1: Preparing the Power Supply
The camcorder can be powered by a battery pack or be connected to a household power 
outlet. Charge the battery pack before use.

Attaching and Charging the Battery Pack
1. Turn off the camcorder.

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Step 7: Inserting a Memory Card
Only miniSD cards can be used with this camcorder.

Inserting the Card
1. Turn off the camcorder.

Make sure the CARD access indicator is 
not flashing before you turn the camcorder 
off.

2. Open the cover.
3. Insert the memory card straight all 

the way into the memory card slot.
4. Close the cover.

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Step 8: Loading and Removing a Disc

Inserting the Disc 

1. Move the power switch to ON to 
set the camcorder in CAMERA 
mode ( 9).

2. Move the /  switch to the  
(Movies) position.

3. Slide the OPEN switch fully in the 
direction of the arrow and gently 
open the disc cover completely 
until it stops.
Retract the grip belt under the camcorder 
so it will not get in the way of the disc 
cover.

4. Insert the disc and press its center 
firmly until it clicks in place.
• Insert the disc with the recording side 

facing down (single sided discs - label 
side facing out).

• Be careful not to touch the recording 
surface of the disc or the pick up lens.

Do not force the cover closed if the disc is 
not correctly inserted and firmly set in 
place.

When using DVD-R discs (including the supplied blank disc):
You can start recording movies once the record pause  indication appears.

When using a DVD-RW:
You need to initialize new discs before you can start recording. The disc initialization 
screen will appear when a new DVD-RW is first inserted (it will not appear when inserting 
a disc already initialized – in that case, you can start recording once the record pause 

 indication appears).
Use the multi selector to select ( ) the disc specification desired and press ( ) to 
make the selection. For a comparison between the specifications [VIDEO] and [VR] 
see An Introduction to DVDs ( 4).

Preparations:
Use only 8 cm mini DVD discs marked with the DVD-R  or DVD-RW  logo. 
Before inserting the disc be sure to check that the recording surface is clean. If 
necessary, use a soft lens-cleaning cloth to remove any fingerprints, dirt buildup or 
smudges from the disc surface.
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You will be asked to confirm the disc specification you selected. Use the multi selector 
to select ( ) [YES] and press ( ) to continue, or select [NO] and press ( ) to 
return and select a different disc specification.
A confirmation message will appear on the screen. Use the multi selector to select 
( ) [YES] and press ( ) to start the disc initialization.

• The disc initialization will take approximately one minute. Avoid moving the 
camcorder while the operation is in progress.

• You can start recording movies once the record pause  indication appears.

The disc initialization screen may not appear automatically if you operated the 
camcorder’s buttons while the disc recognition was in progress. In that case, 
initialize the disc using the menu option ( 88).
The process of recognizing a disc may take a moment. The  display will 
move while the disc is being read. Wait until the camcorder finishes recognizing 
the disc before you start recording.

Removing the Disc
1. Move the power switch to ON to set the camcorder in CAMERA mode 

( 9).
2. Slide the OPEN switch fully in the direction of the arrow and gently 

open the disc cover completely until it stops.
• Do not subject the camcorder to strong impacts while the DISC access indicator is 

on or flashing.
• Retract the grip belt under the camcorder so it will not get in the way of the disc 

cover.
• It may take a moment after pressing the OPEN switch for the disc cover to open.

3. Grab the edges of the disc and gently pull it out.
Be careful not to touch the recording surface of the disc or the pick up lens. 

4. Close the disc cover.

When you press the OPEN switch after recording, important data is recorded on 
the disc. While the DISC access indicator is on or flashing do not subject the 
camcorder to shocks such as forcefully laying it on a table.
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Basic Functions

RecordingRecording Movies

1. Move the power switch to ON to 
set the camcorder in CAMERA 
mode.

2. Move the /  switch to the  
(Movies) position.

3. Press the start/stop button to 
begin recording.
• Press the start/stop button again to 

pause recording.
• While recording and immediately after 

pausing, the DISC access indicator will 
flash as the scene is being recorded on 
the disc.

When you have finished recording:
1. Remove the disc.
2. Turn off the camcorder.
3. Disconnect the power source and remove the battery pack.
4. Close the LCD panel.

When the DISC access indicator is on or flashing do not perform the following 
actions. Doing so may result in permanent data loss.

- Do not subject the camcorder to vibrations or strong impacts.
- Do not open the disc cover and do not remove the disc.
- Do not disconnect the power source or turn off the camcorder.
- Do not change the position of the /  switch or the operating mode.

About the recording time: By changing the recording mode you can change 
the recording time available on the disc ( 59).
When recording in bright places it may be difficult to use the LCD screen. In 
such case, use the viewfinder instead.
When recording in very loud places (such as fireworks shows or concerts), 
sound may become distorted or it may not be recorded at the actual levels. This 
is not a malfunction.

Before You Begin Recording
Make a test recording first to check if the camcorder operates correctly. Since 
recordings made on a DVD-R cannot be deleted, we recommend you use a DVD-RW 
disc (commercially available) to make the test recordings.
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About the Power Save mode: In order to save power when the camcorder is 
powered by a battery pack, the camcorder will automatically shut off if left 
without any operations for 5 minutes ( 82). To restore the power, slide the 
power switch towards MODE and release it, or move the power switch to  
and back to ON.
About the LCD and viewfinder screen: The screens are produced using 
extremely high-precision manufacturing techniques, with more than 99.99% of 
the pixels operating to specification. Less than 0.01% of the pixels may 
occasionally misfire or appear as black, red, blue or green dots. This has no 
effect on the recorded image and does not constitute a malfunction.
When using a tripod: Do not leave the viewfinder 
exposed to direct sunlight as it may melt (due to 
concentration of the light by the lens).
Do not use tripods with fastening screws longer than 
5.5 mm. Doing so may damage the camcorder.

Reviewing the Last Scene Recorded
Press and release the  (record review) button.
• The camcorder plays back the last scene and returns to record 

pause mode.
• While reviewing the scene, use the multi selector to select ( ) 

the  icon and press ( ) to return to the recording mode.
• While reviewing a scene immediately after recording it, you can also delete the scene 

by selecting ( ) the  icon ( 84).
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Recording Still Images

1. Move the power switch to ON to 
set the camcorder in CAMERA 
mode ( 9).

2. Move the /  switch to the  
(Still images) position. 

3. If necessary, change the media for 
recording the still images using 
the procedure described in the 
next page ( 34).

4. Press the PHOTO button halfway.
• Once the focus is automatically 

adjusted, the  mark will turn green 
and one or more AF frames appear.

• When you press the PHOTO button on 
the wireless controller, the still image is 
recorded immediately.

5. Press the PHOTO button fully.
The CARD access or DISC access 
indicator will flash as the image is being 
recorded.

When the disc/card access display (“ ” or “ ”) appears on screen and 
when either the DISC access or CARD access indicator is on or flashing do not 
perform the following actions. Doing so may result in permanent data loss.

- Do not subject the camcorder to vibrations or strong impacts.
- Do not open the disc or memory card cover and do not remove the disc or 

memory card.
- Do not disconnect the power source or turn off the camcorder.
- Do not change the position of the /  switch or the operating mode.

If the subject is not suitable for autofocus,  turns yellow. Keep the PHOTO 
button pressed halfway and adjust the focus manually with the multi selector  
( ).
When the subject is too bright, “OVEREXP.” starts flashing. In such case, use 
the optional FS-H37U ND filter. 

Before using a memory card for the first time, be sure to initialize it with this camcorder 
( 95).
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Selecting the Media for the Still Images
You can record still images on the memory card or the disc. The default media for still 
images is the memory card. As long as you do not change the recording destination, still 
images will be recorded to the last selected media.
1. Set the camcorder to record or view still images (  or 

).
2. Press the MENU button. Using the multi selector select ( ) the 

[SYSTEM SETUP] menu and press ( ).
3. Select ( ) the [MEDIA SEL. ] option and press ( ).
4. Change ( ) the setting to [DISC] or [CARD] and press ( ) to save 

the selection and close the menu.
When recording, the operating mode symbol will change to  (DISC stills) or  
(CARD stills), depending on the media selected. In playback mode, the operating 
mode symbol will change to  (DISC stills) or  (CARD stills), respectively.
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Zooming
The zoom is available when recording movies or still images. When recording movies 
( ), in addition to the 10x optical zoom you can also use the 200x digital zoom 
( 78).

10x Optical Zoom
Move the zoom lever toward W to zoom out (wide-
angle). Move it toward T to zoom in (telephoto).
When operating the zoom from the camcorder you can also change 
the zoom speed ( 78). You can select one of three fixed zoom 
speeds or a variable speed that depends on how you operate the 
zoom lever: Press lightly for a slow zoom; press harder for faster 
zooms.

You can also use the T and W buttons on the wireless controller. The zoom 
speed with the wireless controller will be the same as with the camcorder (when 
one of the fixed zoom speed levels is selected) or fixed at [SPEED 3] (when 
[VARIABLE] is selected).
When set to [VARIABLE], the zoom speed will be faster in the record pause 
mode.
Keep a distance of at least 1 m to the subject. At wide-angle, you can focus on 
a subject as close as 1 cm.

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Selecting the Aspect Ratio of your 
Recordings (16:9 Widescreen or 4:3)
You can select the aspect ratio of your recordings to match your TV.

1. Set the camcorder to record movies ( ).
2. Press the WIDE SCR button.

Repeatedly pressing the WIDE SCR button will toggle the screen between the 
Widescreen (16:9) and normal (4:3) aspect ratios.

Widescreen is not available when recording in LP mode if the disc specification 
is VIDEO mode (DVD-R or DVD-RW).

When recording in Widescreen mode, if you set the image stabilizer to [OFF] 
you can achieve a wider view angle ( 79).

Otherwise, change the 
aspect ratio of the TV manually. To play back on a TV with normal aspect ratio 
(4:3) change the [TV TYPE] setting accordingly ( 82).

towards MODE and release it to 
set the camcorder in PLAY mode 
( 10).
The green PLAY indicator will turn on.

4. If necessary, change the media

You can select a shutter speed, and the camcorder automatically sets the aperture setting 
most appropriate for the subject. Select a high shutter speed for recording fast moving 
subjects, and a slow shutter speed to add a motion blur to moving objects, enhancing the 
feel of movement of the image.

Guidelines for selecting the shutter speed

1. Set the camcorder to a recording mode

The denominator of the current shutter speed will be displayed 
with a blue background.

• The symbol “ ” disappears after 4 seconds.

The practical range of the flash is approx. 1 to 2 m. The range depends upon 
the recording conditions.
The range of the flash decreases in continuous shooting mode.
For the red-eye reduction to be effective, the subject needs to look at the assist 
lamp. The degree of reduction depends on the distance and on each individual.

The digital zoom indicator will appear in light blue from 10x up to 40x and dark blue 
from 40x to 200x.
The digital zoom cannot be used in the  Night modes or with the multi-image screen.

The image stabilizer is designed to compensate for a normal degree of camcorder 
shake.

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Disc FinalizationPreparing your Disc for Playing on a 
DVD Player
In order to play the disc you recorded on a DVD player, a computer’s DVD drive or other 
digital device, you need to finalize it first. To view your still images on a DVD player you 
will need to convert them to Photomovie scenes beforehand ( 93).

Be sure to finalize the disc in normal room temperatures. If the procedure 
was not completed correctly due to high temperature, let the camcorder 
cool off before resuming operation.
Place the camcorder on a table or other stable surface before starting the 
procedure. Subjecting the camcorder even to slight impacts (for example 
to place it on a table or to disconnect the AV cable) after you press the 
FINALIZE button or select the menu option may result in permanent data 
loss.
When finalizing a disc, always power the camcorder using the compact power 
adapter. The finalization process cannot be started if the camcorder is powered 
only with the battery pack.
Do not disconnect the power adapter while the disc finalization is in progress. 
Doing so can interrupt the process and result in lost data.
Depending on the type of disc and the disc specification, after finalizing the disc 
you may not be able to initialize the disc, edit your recordings or add new 
recordings to the disc.
Do not finalize with the camcorder discs that were not recorded using this 
camcorder.

The time required to complete the disc finalization will vary depending on the 
scene recording conditions and the amount of free space remaining on the disc.
The disc finalization can be started using the FINALIZE button or from the

Playing the Disc on a DVD Player

Playing the Disc on a Computer’s DVD Drive

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Recording Additional Movies on a 
Finalized Disc
You can unfinalize a disc to allow recording additional scenes after it was finalized.

This option is only available with DVD-RW discs in VIDEO mode.

Be sure to unfinalize the disc in normal room temperatures. If the 
procedure was not completed correctly due to high temperature, let the 
camcorder cool before resuming operation.
Place the camcorder on a table or other stable surface before starting the 
procedure. Subjecting the camcorder even to slight impacts (for example 
to place it on a table or to disconnect the AV cable) after you select the 
menu option may result in permanent data loss.
When unfinalizing a disc, always power the camcorder using the compact 
power adapter. The unfinalization process cannot be started if the camcorder is 
powered only with the battery pack.

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Connecting the Camcorder and Running the Software
1. Power the camcorder using the compact power adapter.
2. Start the computer and turn on the camcorder and set it to play movies

Do not carry the camcorder by the LCD panel or the disc cover. Be careful when 
closing the LCD panel.
Do not leave the camcorder in places subject to high temperatures (like the inside of a 
car under direct sunlight), or high humidity.
Do not use the camcorder near strong electric or magnetic fields such as above TVs, 
near plasma TVs or mobile phones.
Do not point the lens or viewfinder at strong light sources. Do not leave the camcorder 
pointed at a bright subject.
Do not use or store the camcorder in dusty or sandy places. The camcorder is not 
waterproof – avoid also water, mud or salt. If any of the above should get into the 
camcorder it may damage the camcorder and/or the lens. Be sure to close the disc 
compartment cover after use.
Be careful of heat generated by lighting equipment.
Do not disassemble the camcorder. If the camcorder does not function properly, 
consult qualified service personnel.
Handle the camcorder with care. Do not subject the camcorder to shocks or vibration 
as this may cause damage.

Battery Pack

Charged battery packs continue to discharge naturally. Therefore, charge them on the 
day of use, or the day before, to ensure a full charge.
Attach the terminal cover whenever a battery pack is not in use. Contact with metallic 
objects may cause a short circuit and damage the battery pack.
Dirty terminals may cause a poor contact between the battery pack and the camcorder. 
Wipe the terminals with a soft cloth.
Since storing a charged battery pack for a long time (about 1 year) can shorten its 
lifecycle or affect performance, we recommend to discharge the battery pack fully and 
to store it in a dry place at temperatures no higher than 30 °C. If you do not use the 
battery pack for long periods, charge and discharge it fully at least once a year. If you 
have more than one battery pack, perform these precautions at the same time for all 
battery packs.

DANGER!
Treat the battery pack with care.
• Keep it away from fire (or it might explode).
• Do not expose the battery pack to temperature higher than 60 °C. Do not leave it near 

a heater or inside a car in hot weather.
• Do not try to disassemble or modify it.
• Do not drop or knock it.
• Do not get it wet.
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Although the battery pack’s operating temperature range is from 0 °C to 40 °C, the 
optimal range is from 10 °C to 30 °C. At cold temperatures, performance will 
temporarily decline. Warm it in your pocket before use.
Replace the battery pack if the usable time after full charge diminishes substantially at 
normal temperatures.

About the battery terminal cover

The battery terminal cover has a [ ]-shaped hole. This is useful when you wish to 
differentiate between charged and uncharged battery packs.

Mini DVD Disc
The recording surface of DVD discs is extremely delicate. Be sure to observe the 
following precautions when handling your discs.

Keep the disc clean of dust, dirt or smudges. Even very small smudges or particles of 
dust can lead to problems when recording or playing back the disc. Carefully inspect 
the recording surface of the disc before inserting it in the camcorder. If the disc gets 
dirty use a dry, soft lens-cleaning cloth to remove any fingerprints, dirt buildup or 
smudges from the disc surface. Clean the disc in a radial motion from its center 
outwards.
Never use a chemically treated cloth or flammable solvents such as paint thinner to 
clean the disc.
Do not bend, scratch or wet the disc and do not subject it to strong shocks.
Do not attach labels or stickers on the disc surfaces. The disc may not rotate in a stable 
manner and this may cause malfunctions.
Return discs to their case for storage.
When writing on the label side of the disc, avoid hard tip pens. Use waterproof soft-
tipped felt pens instead.
Moving a disc rapidly between hot and cold temperatures may cause condensation to 
form on its surfaces. If condensation forms on the disc, put it aside until the water 
droplets have evaporated completely.
Never expose the disc to direct sunlight and do not store it in places subject to high 
temperatures or high humidity.
Make sure to finalize a disc before inserting it in a DVD player, DVD recorder or a 
computer’s DVD drive. Failing to do so can result in the loss of the recorded data.

The built-in lithium battery is recharged while you use the camcorder, however, it 
will become totally discharged if you do not use the camcorder for about 3 months. 

To recharge the built-in lithium battery: Connect the power adapter to the camcorder 
and leave it connected for 24 hours with the power switch set to .

Storage

Cleaning
Camcorder Body

Use a soft, dry cloth to clean the camcorder body. Never use chemically treated cloth 
or volatile solvents such as paint thinner.

Pick Up Lens
Remove any dust or dirt particles using a non-aerosol type blower brush. Never touch 
the pick up lens directly to clean it.

Lens and Viewfinder
If the lens surface is dirty, the autofocus may not work properly.
Remove any dust or dirt particles using a non-aerosol type blower brush.
Use a clean, soft lens-cleaning cloth to gently wipe the lens or viewfinder. Never use 
tissue paper.

LCD Screen
Clean the LCD screen using a clean, soft lens-cleaning cloth.
Condensation may form on the surface of the screen when the temperature changes 
suddenly. Wipe it with a soft dry cloth.

Condensation
Moving the camcorder rapidly between hot and cold temperatures may cause 
condensation (water droplets) to form on its internal surfaces. Stop using the camcorder if 
condensation is detected. Continued use may damage the camcorder.

Condensation may form in the following cases:
When the camcorder is moved from an air-
conditioned room to a warm, humid place

When the camcorder is moved from a 
cold place to a warm room

When the camcorder is left in a humid 
room

When a cold room is heated rapidly
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How to avoid condensation:
Do not expose the camcorder to sudden or extreme changes in temperature.
Unload the disc, place the camcorder in an airtight plastic bag and let it adjust to 
temperature changes slowly before removing it from the bag.

When condensation is detected:
The camcorder automatically shuts off. If a disc is loaded, remove the disc immediately 
and leave the disc cover open. Leaving the disc in the camcorder may damage it.
A disc cannot be loaded when condensation is detected.

Resuming use:
The precise time required for water droplets to evaporate will vary depending on the 
location and weather conditions. As a general criterion, wait for 2 hours before 
resuming use of the camcorder.
